This has been the most difficult litter to categorize 
due the nature of the personalities and uniformity of 
the litter. Because they were so similar, I had another 
Ridgeback breeder friend of mine come over to give a 
second opinion and assist in the task. As a whole, 
they are very calm and stealthy. They are ALL very 
sweet and snuggly. There is not one more assertive 
than another, they get along very well with each 
other, other dogs and LOVE people. They are all crate 
trained and mostly potty trained. 



Often times you can go litter after litter and not 
have one single show or breeding quality dog. 
Fortunately, or unfortunately, in this litter we had 
three that were not only show quality, but show 
winning quality. Even now, I really am at a toss up 
for best of show in the litter. We base the selection 
on a formula that combines, confirmation, 
personality, markings and of course the perfection 
of their ridges. The ridge symmetry  gets really 
specific.  I try my best to identify each ridge and 
why  or why not the dog was classified in the order 
and thus priced accordingly. Although many pups 
will be pets, there is a quality control of which most 
breeders adhere to in order to maintain the 
exclusivity and integrity of the breed.
